Background:

Officers’ response:

Anecdotally the feedback we receive is that the public relates to and likes the logo as it currently
is. It would cost a lot of money to make any changes to the logo and there are other ways the
Council can show commitment to various initiatives. There are currently no plans to review the
brand.
