The applicant is seeking resource consents to enable the construction,

operation and maintenance of a 355 metre extension to the total
available runway area (TORA). The proposed runway extension will be
achieved via reclamation of the coastal marine area (CMA). The total
length of the extension (including the toe) from the existing land
boundary into the CMA is approximately 363m, and the reclamation
area is approximately 10.82ha. The proposed runway extension is to
be located south of the existing runway in Lyall Bay.
