ROAD CLOSURES 
 
 

Purpose 
1. This report asks the Regulatory Processes Committee to approve the temporary 

closure of roads to enable events to take place. 

Summary 
2. Applications have been made to temporarily close roads for the Pride Parade and 

Gazley Volkswagen Wellington Marathon.  
 

Recommendation/s 
That the Regulatory Processes Committee: 
1. Receives the information. 
2. Note that recommendations in this report should not be amended without first carrying 

out further consultation with affected parties and verification from the Council’s Traffic 
Engineer that the amendment is not likely to cause unreasonable impact on traffic. 

3. Agrees to close the following roads and sections of the roads for the events (as listed 
below) to vehicles and cycles only, subject to the conditions listed in the proposed 
Temporary Road Closures Impact Reports: 

 a) Pride Parade on Saturday, 11 May 2019 9am to 4.30pm 
 Tennyson Street 9am to 4.30pm (Tory Street to Cambridge Terrace) 
 Courtenay Place  2pm to 4.30pm (Tory Street to Taranaki Street) 
b) Gazley Volkswagen Wellington Marathon Sunday, 30 June 2019 

  i. Seaward Lane Closure 2 Lanes 6.00am to 10.00am from  

   Westpac Stadium Traffic Lights, south along Waterloo Quay, Custom  
   House Quay, Jervois Quay to Cable Street. 

  ii. Seaward Lane Closure 1 Lane 10.00am to 1.00pm from Westpac  

   Stadium Traffic Lights, south along Waterloo Quay, Custom House Quay, 
   Jervois Quay to Cable Street. 

   NB: This is for the outward section of all races using two of the three lanes until 
   Jervois Quay, where it will gradually funnel down to one lane at Cable Street. 

   NB: Residents, business owners, Te Papa visitors and market goers will have 
   controlled access. 

  iii. Seaward Lane Closure 6.00am to 1.00pm 

   Waterloo Quay from Westpac Stadium traffic lights south along Waterloo 
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   Quay to intersection With Whitmore Street. 

   NB: This is for the outward section and return Journey of all races. 

   NB: Residents and business owners will have controlled access 

  iv. Cable Street  to Oriental Parade 6.00am to 10.00am 

   Lane closure only 

   NB: This will funnel down from two lanes Jervois Quay and Cable Street 
   and is for the outward section of the route only. 

   NB: Residents and business owners, Te Papa visitors and market goers 
   will have controlled access. 

  v. Oriental Parade and Evans Bay  6.00am to 12.00pm 

   Road closure of all lanes including cycle lanes on carriageway          
   Between Cable Street and Cobham Drive 

   NB: Residents and business owners will have controlled access. 

   NB: Landward Lane for normal westbound traffic will be open by  
   approximately 11.00am. 

  vi. Shelly Bay Road between Miramar Avenue and Scorching Bay 
   7.00am to 11.30am 
   Road closure of all lanes including cycle lanes on carriageway           
    
   NB: Residents and business owners will have controlled access. 

   NB: Road closure ends North of Scorching Bay so public access to Café,  

   playground and car parking are unaffected. 

   Marshals will help residents access Herd Street from 7.30am to 11.30am. 
 

 

Background 
4. The Council receives numerous requests throughout the year for public roads to be 

closed for public and private events.  In order for the closures to have effect, under 
Schedule 10 of the Local government Act 1974, council approval is required. 

The authority to approved request for road closures is made under Schedule 10, 
clause119e), of the Local Government Act 1974 and the Transport (Vehicular traffic 
Road closure) Regulations 1965. This authority is delegate to the Regulatory 
Processes Committee.   

This report has been prepared in accordance with the procedures that were approved 
 by the Committee on 15 December 2010. In summary, these are: 
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a) An event organiser applies for a road closure where a proposed event requires 
one. Council officers receive the proposal and assess the merits and need for a 
road closure. 

b) The Council advertises its intention to close the road in the public notice column 
of the local newspaper and on social media. 

c) Together with the event organiser, Council officers ensure consultation with 
affected stakeholders is carried out and a communication plan is formulated. 

d) Any objections are followed up and resolved as far as practical. 

e) The event organiser works together with Council officers ensure consultation with 
affected stakeholders is carried out and a communication plan is formulated. 

f) Any objections are followed up and resolved as far as practical. 
g) The event organiser works together with Council officers who modify any plans in 

response to public submissions and prepare an impact report for the Committee. 
h) Council officers recommend any conditions that should apply to the approval. 
i) The Committee deliberates on the proposed road closure. 

j) A Council officer notifies the event organiser of the Committee’s decision. 
k) If the proposed closure is approved, Council officers ensure the event organisers 

follow the agreed communications plan including notifying the public and affected 
parties. The event is also monitored to ensure the traffic management plan is 
adhered to and any associated conditions are followed to keep the public safe 
and to avoid any unreasonable impact on traffic. 

Discussion 
5. Pride Parade  Saturday, 11 May 2019 9.00am to 4.30pm 

 The Pride Street parade is part of Wellington Pride Festival, Tu Whakahihi e Te 
 Whanganui-a-Tara designed to foster inclusion of the people in a diverse 
 community. 

 While the parade itself is carried out on the road it doesn’t require a street closure 
 but a number of parking restrictions will apply as part of the traffic management 
 plan. A road closure is however required so that performers and floats can be 
 safely assembled ahead of the parade.  

6. 2019 Gazley Volkswagen Wellington Marathon Sunday, 30 June 2019 

 Established in 1986, the Wellington Marathon is one of New Zealand’s leading 
 running events. The event involves the classic 42.2k full marathon; 21.1k half 
 marathon; a 5k; and a kids magic mile with approximately 5000 runners and 
 walkers taking on these challenges. 

 It is now a member of New Zealand’s Big Five marathon events, alongside the 
 Auckland, Rotorua, Christchurch, Queenstown marathons. 
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Impact Assessment 
7.  A temporary plan will be prepared by a Council approved traffic management 
  company for approval by Council prior to the event. 

  Any objections as a result of the road closure will be dealt with before the event. 

  The proposed closures (when implemented according to the approved temporary 
  traffic management plan) are generally considered unlikely to unreasonably 
  impede traffic. A detailed impact report for each event, including conditions  
  places on the event organiser is attached. 

 

Public Notification,Consultation and Engagement 
8.  Members of the public have been advised of the road closures and informed of 
  their right to object. 
9.  A public notice advising that the Council was proposing to consider these 

 closures were published in Saturday’s Dominion Post newspaper 30 March 2019. 
10.  The same notice was posted on social media via:

11.  Event organisers are working with resident groups where applicable, community 
  groups, local retailers and businesses and have advised them of their intention to 
  close the road. 

12.  Event organisers have also consulted with the following government agencies 
  and associated organisations:

• Fire and Emergency New Zealand 

• Wellington Free Ambulance 

• Public Transport Operators 

• Relevant Council Business Units e.g. Reading, Communications, WREDA 

13.  Members of the public will again be advised of the road closures prior to the 
 event through: 

• Advanced road side signage 

• Media releases 

• Council Website 

• Council social media channels

16. If the proposed road closures are approved, the event organiser will issue further public 

notices advising of the approved closures, implement the approved traffic management 
plan, run the event and clean the site.
