Consultation plan for the proposed Resident Parking and Coupon 
Parking schemes. 
 
1. Consultation Focus 
 
The formal consultation process for the proposal is focused on obtaining 
comments from residents in resident parking areas and surrounding areas, 
users of coupon parking, and the general public. 
 
2. Objectives 
 
The objectives of consultation on the proposal are to: 

• clearly communicate proposal changes and rationale for the changes to 
affected residents 

• obtain feedback on the proposed changes.  
 
3. Key Messages 
 
Key messages are: 

• the rules for permits are being tightened to make sure that on-street 
parking space is shared equitably between residents 

• no on-street parking priority will be given to residents in the central 
area or in suburban centres 

• the proposal relates to the resident and coupon parking schemes. It is 
not a street by street analysis of all parking problems, but will guide 
how the Council responds to specific issues. 

 
4. Target Audience

• permit holders in areas directly affected by changes to permit eligibility 
maps

all residents, businesses, schools and community organisations in • 
permit areas and peripheral areas (including Victoria University of 
Wellington, Massey University).
