Flow Course (stream two) are scheduled for Wednesday, 4 November
20009.

Note that a report on the conference will be presented to the Strategy and
Policy Committee in accordance with Council policy.



3. Discussion

The New Zealand Recreation Association is a non-profit organisation
committed to the needs of people and organisations in all aspects of recreation,
leisure, parks, open space management, aquatic, conservation, and sport
delivery. It was formed in 1992 and has 950 individual members.

The theme for New Zealand Recreation Association Conference is ‘Bridging the
Gap’. The conference provides an opportunity for recreation professionals to
hear senior executives from outside the sector discuss the gap between
recreation and their own sectors. Speakers come from a range of fields and offer
their perspectives about how recreation relates and interacts with health, sport,
fitness, events, parks, community wellbeing, and extreme adventure. An
additional focus on this year’s conference is on the changes that are occurring in
New Zealand'’s political landscape — the Auckland Council, the review of the
Local Government Act, the Outdoor Recreation Strategy, and their impact on
recreation.

The conference programme covers a variety of issues including:

o Recreation Partnerships
o Leisure Education
o Integrated Facility Solutions

In addition to this programme there will be a number of workshops and field
trips on a variety of themes, including trips to different recreation and leisure
environments present in the Hawke'’s Bay.
