LAND DISPOSAL (ISOLATION STRIPS) - HANSON STREET SERVICE LANE,
MOUNT COOK

3) Delegate to the Chief Executive Officer the power to conclude all matters in relation to
the disposal of the Land, including all legislative matters, issuing relevant public notices,
negotiating the terms of the sale or exchange, imposing any reasonable covenants, and
anything else necessary.

4). Note that the Land comprises isolation strips that are only 400 millimetres wide and
would only be appropriately sold to the adjoining owner.
