Porirua has always had high rates and a healthy mix of people from various socioeconomic

backgrounds. The council has called out that children should be at the centre of city decisions.

Unfortunately constant increases in rates reduce the ability of parents to provide for their children.

Historically the impact would have had the largest impact on lower income families, however with

the increased cost of housing we are now seeing impacts on middle income families. The council

need to act responsibly to cut costs, focussing on core services. I recommend that council interview

a range of people in their homes to understand the impact of increasing rates - until this is

understood from a customer perspective, I don't believe they will truly understand the impact of their

decisions.

Too much time can be wasted on options papers, which the

ratepayers have to fund. Surely this is something for NZ government to mandate and fund (out of

taxpayer funds), not the local rate payers. The idea of a Living Wage is just silly - it devalues every

other worker who gets the minimum wage, as a priority over council staff. If the Minimum Wage isn't

enough to live on, then that is a different story, and should be reviewed and increased (from central

government funds). Bottom line.....why should all people on the minimum wage get an automatic

salary increase to the living wage, without having any performance related reviews. How would

other staff members feel if they earn $0.05 more than the living wage, and now have everyone else

just behind them. Living Wage would create more problems than it solves! In the UK, we had

separate recycling bins: Blue for paper, and brown for glass and cans.

Comments

Prefer Option 4

I cannot see why Camborne gets singled out for a major rates hike.
First of all, there is old Camborne and newish and new Camborne.

Generally the age of a property should be taken into consideration when determining rates 
because, the longer a property has existed, the longer it has contributed to all the city services 
and in itself becomes more expensive to maintain. 
This difference is not always expressed in the valuation which is after all based mostly on recent 
sales figures however much everyone denies it.
So, older properties should be paying a slightly lower percentage of rates compared to new 
houses up to 7 years old.

Like in Aotea, it is planned to reduce the rates in all options but 1 when these houses are almost 
new, have little maintenance cost for now, and have gobbled up much infrastructure money that 
the Council has to find. It seems perverse to me.

And, ‘Lifestyle’ properties getting a rates deduction.
Why do they pay relatively less than an average house?
After all ‘lifestyle’ blocks are a lifestyle choice.
Everybody needs somewhere to live, nobody HAS to live on a lifestyle block.
They occupy valuable land which could provide plenty of general housing, plus benefit eventually 
from the land being subdivided.  
They always have the choice to move to a smaller property wheras it does not work the other way 
around.

Please keep the Central City Development Rate to an absolute minimum.
It is like assisting a dying patient. 
The once vibrant ex-canopy area is now bare of any useful commercial activity and all the ‘life’ 
happens in the North City Plaza. 
For the time being I cannot see this situation improving despite all the valiant attempts by the 
Council to pretty up the area. 
Real life retail is battling for survival everywhere due to the technology changes, plus 'the past 
haunting the future' i.e that the Mega Centre was ever allowed to be built. It has torn the heart out 
of Porirua. 

Village Planning Projects

This was a very good idea when it started and has done much to beautify the area and make it 
more interesting but the time has come now to re-think this. Do we go on forever with this as a 
permanent (biggish?) fixture in the budget?
It could be resurrected again when there is more money in the kitty.

Expenditure Reduction 
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Sadly, one area where I can see any possible expenditure reduction may be city landscaping. I 
love the way the gardeners keep the city good looking and I would like to keep this way but if we 
have to cut our cloth maybe more areas could be planted with longer lasting plants than annuals.

On this topic I come back to my earlier plea of planting some food bearing plants/trees in public 
spaces. 
Walnut trees for instance would be suitable for big open areas. They grow too big for a home 
garden but are beautiful trees.
It would be good to plant them where children play so they could experience the joy of eating food 
they have seen grow and collected themselves.

I am unsure what this involves as it 
seems to me like during the last local election the candidates had to do very much their own 
footwork and now with internet and social media all this should actually become cheaper and 
easier.

DRAFT REGIONAL WASTE MANAGEMENT AND MINIMISATION PLAN Given the large rates

increases this year, the costs that come from these initiatives must be cost-neutral and not lead to

an increase in rates in the immediate term (i.e. the 2017-18 year). If they will not be cost-neutral,

then the initiatives must be phased in so they minimise the cost to rate payers and residents.

Simply shifting the cost from rates to a service fee of some sort would not be acceptable if the net

cost was too high (how high 'too high' is would have to be consulted on with the community).

RATES INCREASES FOR PEOPLE ON LOW AND FIXED INCOMES We are concerned about the

ability of people on low and fixed incomes in suburbs where rates will increase the most, such as

Pukerua Bay, to pay the extra rates. At the moment, the government-funded Rates Rebate Scheme

is the only mechanism for subsidising the rates of people on low incomes, such as superannuation

or benefits. This is currently set at a maximum of $610 per household, which many superannuitants

(singles or couples) and beneficiaries in Porirua will currently be entitled to as a consequence of

our rates already being above the national average. The average rates increase in Pukerua Bay

next year will be almost $250, which is a lot for people on low fixed incomes to find. We think PCC

should do three things to address this: 1. Maximise the publicity and community engagement about

the rates rebate scheme to ensure that every household entitled to the rebate receives it. 2. Lobby

the government (probably through LGNZ) for an increase in both the size of the rebate and the

income threshold. 3. Do more to publicise that people can pay their rates in regular installments

(weekly, fortnightly or monthly) rather than quarterly. WASTEWATER BYLAW The proposed
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changes to the Wastewater bylaw seem sensible, as long as they achieve the improvements

explained in the Statement of Proposal. INCREASES IN FEES AND CHARGES We support the

proposed increases in fees and changes on the condition that the increases are a direct result of

increases in the Council's cost of providing those services. There should be no cross-subsidisation

between fees or towards the rates paid by property owners. SERVICES IN PUKERUA BAY There

is a perception in Pukerua Bay that it is a somewhat neglected suburb and public amenities are not

maintained as well as they could be. At the moment, many in the community are concerned about

the state of the collapsed footpath next to State Highway 1 between the shops and Te Kura Road,

and the erosion on the foreshore at the beach. The footpath has been in our Village Plan for many

years, and was supposed to be incorporated in the Ara Harakeke Track several years ago. If this

had been done when it was supposed to be, it would have cost a lot less to repair than it will now.

Many more people now walk on that path with the opening of the Escarpment Walk to Paekakariki,

and it is a danger to even more people than just residents. Likewise, the beach erosion has an

impact on Council services and damages an amenity that is used by people from across the city.

This is also an amenity that is important to the region as a whole. In particular, it is the site where

young people come to learn about the rocky shore. Its value to the community and to Ngati Toa is

symbolised in the Pou Tangaroa on the foreshore. Pukerua Bay residents will react strongly to the

projected high rates increases, and will be expecting to get issues with these fixed without having to

wait several years. The Council needs to respond to the community's desire to have our services

maintained to a safe standard.

I am a member of Porirua Economic Development Group (PEDG) and support their submission. In

the current Long Term Plan Porirua is proposing that the median rate for a home will be $4000 pa

in 2024. For the same period Lower Hutt is projecting a 2024 rate of $2650 pa. Councillors need to

act now by cutting rates and addressing what is an outrageous proposal. In regard to Commercial

rates JLL carried out a survey of Commercial rates over 7 Cities based upon retail zoned rating

sites. All areas incorporated the regional rating portion. Porirua has the highest commercial rates.

As an example, for the owner of a $2 million retail zoned building in Porirua the rates would be

$37,900 pa, yet the same value building on Queen Street in Auckland would pay $11,600 pa less.

Asking to select what areas to make savings in is a diversion and lacking in integrity. Councilors

should be instructing the CE to reduce costs to align with the most efficient of those of other

Councils with a population in the 50,000-100, 000 range. The example of Queenstown is a guide of

what Councilors can achieve. No rates increase but increasing satisfaction with performance.

There are many areas where Council can save money. Why not ask the public where you could

save rather than consult on where you can spend? I have worked to help with Economic

development within Porirua City and was a member of the Leisure and Recreation Board for 3

years. There is a need to develop a cost saving culture within PCC to go along with innovation and

a culture of ongoing improvement. Here are a few suggestions however you would find many

residents who could build a broad list of options: 1 Leases PCC has a number of leases that are on

non commercial terms. It is not right that residents have to subsidize these private enterprises. 2

Gear Homestead the costs of maintaining the grounds is high and little income comes in to offset

those and maintenance costs. Either develop it so it becomes cost neutral or give it to a Trust

(Garden Society) to operate. 3 Small blue rubbish bins These are at locations around walkways

and other areas. They hold about 65 litres of rubbish and have to be emptied often. Convert them
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to 240 litre plastic bins as Waste Management use and have them managed by a private

contractor. They can have small access tops and would only have to be cleared 25% less often

than the present arrangement. Such private contractors have bin lifts so it is better all around. 4

Community and Leisure Our costs are about 40% higher than other Councils. Why not make

reductions in this area. You can involve our Polytechnic as a partner and work closer with what

local people expect and relate to. High cost sports grounds should be turned into parks and there

should be very strong cost evaluation on all sports facilities. In many cases it would be lower cost to

hire the Ole Soccer Grounds and concentrate effort towards high usage facilities. 5 Overnight

Campers I note the campers at Motukaraka Point. They do not pay any fee. Why should ratepayers

subsidies them? I suggest you create a level terrace North of the car park at the Jetski Club. There

exists a toilet block that is linked to the mains. You could have a large camper park near the

walkway. Monitor it by a remote camera and have an easy pay system where users go online and

pay direct to PCC. If people do not pay then issue a ticket as you would for those that overstay in

parking lots. Simple, low cost and effective. 6 Harbour moorings We have a commercially

established marina. My understanding is that other harbour moorings are charged at a rate that

does not recover operating costs. Not sure if this is PCC or some other body however why not let

the marina manage all other moorings and provide a fee to PCC. 7 Library Stop operating the part

time libraries or charge users a fee that will cover their costs. users pass close to the main library

and can utilise that. There is a need to understand that we no longer need to build palatial facilities

for future libraries. As we continue in the digital would there is a changing need for libraries. They

are not there to provide a newspaper or magazine just so a few people can save by not buying a

paper. That is a private not public benefit. 8 Land Holding Review This is an example where the

current CE has acted to turn dead sites into rate able properties. It is a good example of using

common sense and initiative. Although it is taking a long time Councillors need to be aware of how

many years of inaction does not help the pockets of ratepayers. I will outline the loss of rates in

relation to the section beside my property.

Councils have to have a rating policy. In establishing the apportionment of rates there is a need to

consider Public and Private benefits and then allocate costs in proportion to those benefits. The

outcome of this then leads to a surcharge on Valuations in some areas (Commercial) where more

benefits fall (free parking etc) and a discount on others (rural) where they do not get the same

facilities (footpaths street lights). This is all based around the capital Value (used to be land values

years ago) and there is research that loosely equates capital value and the ability to pay and this

has been accepted through courts over the years. The overriding objective is to show that the

rating policy is based upon fairness and equity when taking into account the services provide to

each sector of the city Options 2, 3 4 move away from the basis of rating policy and are about

pushing rates onto minority groups that have little or no vote so can be ignored by Councillors. The

people have not had the high value increase that others have had in fact one could say that they

have missed out and are about to have there pocket picked by PCC. If these groups had a stronger

vote this idea would not have been floated. there has not been any comment from Council that they

would remove this surcharge once commercial and rural values increased in a similar manner at the

next revaluation round. I raise these issues as I have concerns about the legality of how Council is

acting. Some years ago I Chaired a Commercial Ratepayers Legal Challenge against Wellington

City Council. The Outcome (both District Court and High Court) was that WCC lost. The

ramification of the court decision was that WCC had to lower the differential that they had applied to

Commercial ratepayers. This was a substantial impost on the city with WCC spending some
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$800,000 and losing the case. I wish to see that PCC does not put itself into the same position.

I support the revised lower projected rates increase of 4.9%.

2.  Proposed Rates

I support Option 1 for the following reason.

I do not believe that the proposed changes should include any change to the Rural Differential.  
Historically there has been no "rebalancing" when the rural ratepayers have "taken a hit" in terms of a 
big rates increase associated with higher property values.  Implementing a policy change such as this 
now has the potential to set a precedent - is there going to be a "rebalancing" each time one sector's 
valuations rise disproportionately? or will there be another "rebalancing" in favour of rural ratepayers 
if/when rural valuations rise - as they have the potential to do when Transmission Gully is complete or 
if PCC implements the changes to rural-residential indicated within the District Plan proposals?  As 
long as rates are linked to property valuations there will always be these changes to rates that people 
find less palatable (contrasting with the positive feelings people usually have when they see their 
property values have risen!) so maybe Council needs to think longer term as to whether there are other 
ways of setting rates.

3.  Draft Regional Waste Management & Minimisation Plan

I support the Proposed Primary Regional Target, all of the Proposed Regional Actions and Porirua 
City’s Local Action Plan.

4.  Looking Ahead to the next Long Term Plan

I support the need for added investment to address some of the issues associated with the Council 
Administration Building, specifically those required to provide safe, healthy and efficient working 
conditions for city workers.

6. PCC notes the positive progress made in the delivery of the Enviroschools programme in Porirua 

City so far during 2016/17.  

 

Enviroschools funding for 2017/18 

7. The annual funding for the delivery of the Enviroschools programme by Porirua City is positive, 

and was increased to $20,000 in 2016/17 in order to keep pace with delivery across the rest of 

the region and allow for growth in our programme. We thank the Porirua City Council for this 

continued funding.  

 

8. The majority of the programme funding goes towards paying for a local facilitator based on an 

hourly rate. It is important for Enviroschools to pay competitive hourly rates, or the programme 

will lose skilled, committed staff. We therefore provide hourly rate increases to facilitators when 

appropriate. If hourly rates are increased without corresponding increases in funding levels, this 

erodes the number of hours for delivery of the programme in Porirua. 
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9. Funding would need to increase by approximately $340 for 2017/18 using an approximate CPI 

increase of 1.7% (see 

http://www.stats.govt.nz/browse_for_stats/economic_indicators/CPI_inflation/ConsumersPrice

Index_HOTPDec16qtr.aspx).

Draft Wellington Region Waste Management and Minimisation Plan 
This section sets out Enviroschools Te Upoko o Te Ika a Māui’s submission on the Draft Wellington 

Regional Waste Management and Minimisation Plan. 

 

Set more aspirational targets 

17. We support the aim of the draft plan to reduce waste to landfill to 400kg per person per year by 

2026, and realise this goal will require considerable effort and multiple actions to achieve. 

However we do not consider this target shows sufficient leadership on waste reduction. 

 

18. We urge the joint councils to adopt a braver, more ambitious target that aims for a step change 

in the way waste is generated and disposed of, and is more aligned with the goal of the plan to 

be “waste free, together”. This more ambitious target should set Wellington up to become a 

leader around zero waste in comparison to other parts of New Zealand.   

 

19. We also consider the wording of parts of the plan is cautious and takes a conservative approach. 

This includes the following: 

a. Section 3.1 of the draft plan paints a picture of a range of challenges that the region faces 

around waste management. We acknowledge these challenges. However, there are also 

opportunities that could be highlighted too, and more positive, inspirational language used 

in the plan to support the changes required. 

b. We challenge the statement made under section 3.6.4 that “Total waste and recovered 

material quantities in the Wellington region are estimated to grow slowly over the next 10 

years in line with population and economic growth.”  We realise that this is based on a 

scenario of “no significant change in systems or drivers”. However we think this plan should 

set out a number of possible scenarios into the future instead of using only a business as 

usual scenario of demand. This could include modelling strong approaches taken in other 

countries around zero waste. 

 

20. Section 3.6.1 outlines how we are doing as a region compared to the rest of New Zealand. This 

paints a poor picture of the Wellington region’s performance, particularly around household 

waste per capita and recycling rates at a regional level (realising there are differences across the 

region, particularly in the Wairarapa). We support the goals of the plan to address this 
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performance, as we think it is critical for the Wellington region to be demonstrating strong 

leadership around household waste, recycling, and organic waste. We urge the joint councils to 

take strong measures to reduce household waste, particularly to significantly reduce the waste 

to landfill that could easily be diverted. 

 

 

We request the following: 

21. Set a more ambitious overall target for reduction in waste to landfill that takes a step change in 

waste management that will enhance Wellington’s reputation and show leadership nationally. 

 

22. Include a number of scenarios for future waste projections based on changes in systems and 

drivers. 

 

23. Use more positive, inspirational language in the plan. 

 

24. Take strong measures to reduce household waste with the aim of being seen as a leader in this 

area nationally within the next 10 years.

25. One of the regional actions of the plan (under R.E.1, and 9.4 Regional Engagement) is “working 

together to deliver more consistent and effective forms of regional communications and 

education around waste services and minimisation, so households and communities are inspired 

and supported to play their part”. We support this action. 

 

26. The Enviroschools programme provides a critical role in supporting waste education currently to 

107 schools and early childhood education centres in the region. The 2014 census showed that 

100% of Enviroschools were taking actions around waste. Schools reach out into their 

communities through their whānau, students, teachers and others they connect with. They can 
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have considerable influence over the behaviour of communities. Enviroschools provides support 

on zero waste to Enviroschools as it is one of our five key theme areas. This is through 

professional development, networking, sharing stories, resources, and other support. 

 

27. In addition, a key feature is that the Enviroschools programme is region-wide and supported by 

all councils in the Wellington region. Enviroschools is also a leader of the Wellington Regional 

Environmental Education Forum (WREEF). That makes the programme a key connector, able to 

operate in different local authority areas, with relationships with many staff in waste teams in 

councils, along with waste management providers.   

 

28. One of the actions in the plan (R.LM.3 and 

R.LM.4 under 9.7) is “Collaborating with 

other local government organisations, 

NGOs, and other key stakeholders on 

undertaking research, lobbying and 

actions on various waste management 

issues such as (but not limited to) product 

stewardship, electronic waste, tyres, and 

plastic bags.” 

 

29. Enviroschools could contribute to this action. Enviroschools is a nationwide programme which 

has partnerships with most local authorities and other key national agencies including Ministry 

for the Environment2. Waste is a key theme area of our programme. Enviroschools often take 

action around plastic, including plastic bags. For example, in Dunedin, the Envirogroup from 

Carisbrook School are petitioning parliament to change the law to ban single-use plastic 

shopping bags in NZ. Enviroschools in the Wellington region have supported this. Enviroschools 

in the Wellington region are also taking many waste related actions, seeking to demonstrate 

citizenship for the future. 

 

We request the following: 

30. Recognise the importance of the Enviroschools programme for contributing to regional actions 

around waste education and engagement. In particular, actions R.E.1, R.LM.3 and R.LM.4.

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Contribution of Enviroschools to local Porirua City waste minimisation actions 

31. We strongly support clause E1 on page 64 in terms of action Porirua City Council will take to 

implement the engagement on waste in Porirua. “E1: Continue to provide funding for the 

Enviroschools programme to engage with local schools”. 

 

32.  We commit to working with Porirua City Council to ensure our programme contributes towards 

achieving the goals and targets of the Draft Waste Minimisation Plan. We request that ‘early 

childhood centres’ is also added to this wording, as ECE are an important part of the community, 

with considerable ability to make a difference to waste outcomes, and to educational outcomes 

through a life-long learning approach. 

 

33. There are a number of other Porirua City actions that Enviroschools can support and connect 

with through promotion within our network, and working with schools. These include: 

a. E.2: Resource Recovery Education programme 

b. E3: School organic waste  programme 

c. E4: Supporting educational institutions to promote and  undertake waste 

minimisation 

d. E5: Supporting residents to promote and undertake waste minimisation 

e. E6: Supporting community based and other organisations and groups to promote 

and undertake waste minimisation 

f. E8: Promoting and supporting waste minimisation at events and festivals (including 

school galas) 

g. E9: Love Food Hate Waste Campaign 

h. E10: Targeted educational campaigns and projects 

 

34. We encourage the waste team at Porirua City Council to connect with our facilitators to ensure 

our work and the work of schools and centres maximises the ability to achieve these goals.  

 

We request the following: 

35. Note that the Enviroschools programme in Porirua City can play an important role in meeting 

the goals in the Draft Waste Minimisation and Management Plan 

 

36. Retain goal E1 on page 64, and add ‘and early childhood centres’ after schools. 

 

37. That our Enviroschools facilitators meet with staff at Porirua City Council working to implement 

to Draft Waste Plan to ensure outcomes are maximised.
