Third Quarter Report 2011/12 Financial Year 

Highlights 
 

 Visitation for 2011-12 as at 31 March is ahead of target by 15,284 visitors and ahead of 
last year’s record year by 15,065 visitors 

 Our Team at Wellington Zoo managed an emergency C-section on our female Giraffe, 
Zahara, on Saturday 10 March.  Unfortunately the female calf died as she was caught in 
the birth canal and Zahara was unable to birth her.  Only two giraffe C-sections are 
recorded in the veterinary literature – one survived, one did not.  Giraffes are notoriously 
difficult with anaesthesia so this success is a real credit to our Zoo and will be written as 
a veterinary paper by our Veterinary Science Manager and the Equine specialist from 
Massey University. 

 Wellington Zoo hosted the New Zealand Species Management Programme workshop 
for Kākā conservation breeding which was attended by DoC, all major Zoos around the 
country, NZ Zoo and Aquarium Association staff and smaller wildlife parks and 
sanctuaries. This workshop was held to assess the conservation breeding requirements 
for restoration of Kākā across the country.  

 We participated in SeaWeek a nationwide celebration of the Coast co-ordinated by the 
New Zealand Association of Environmental Educators. As part of SeaWeek the Zoo 
developed Coastal learning session, held special penguin talks each day,  hosted a 
penguin nest box building workshop and co-ordinated a beach clean up at Moa Point, in 
the heart of the penguins’ habitat.  

 We acquired a troupe of Squirrel Monkeys from Europe of which Wellington Zoo will 
keep 17 and the remainder will be sent to Auckland Zoo and Brooklands Zoo in New 
Plymouth.

 The annual Valentines Day adults only evening was successfully promoted, with 286 visitors 

recorded, compared with 131 the year before.  Bookings for hampers, dinners and 
encounters were all taken online. We sold all 12 encounter slots on the evening, as well as 
20 gourmet picnic hampers, and 22 dinners at Kamala’s 

 Children’s Day was Sunday March 4 (the weekend of the weather bomb). However, 878 
visitors came to the Zoo and enjoyed all kinds of entertainment – bands, bouncy castles, 
contact animals. ASB were very pleased with their support of Children’s Day. 

 March 11 and 24 were our annual Wellington City Council free days, where Council staff are 
invited to come to the Zoo for free to recognise Council’s ongoing support of the Zoo.   Over 
350 Council staff attended these Council free days. 

 On the 16th of February Wellington Zoo hosted a “Business after 5” networking function for 
the Wellington Employers Chamber of Commerce at Kamala’s. More than 150 people 
attended the event, more than double the usual attendance for this event. We have received 
a number of bookings for venues at the Zoo since this event. 

 At the “Business after 5” event we premiered a new video celebrating the Zoo’s 
achievements in 2011, produced by Saatchi and Saatchi. The video was subsequently 
loaded onto YouTube and has had more than 5,000 views

5. Commercial Development  
 
5.1 Communication Highlights 
 
February  
 We had 20 stories across broadcast and print media in February, with the majority of the coverage 

focussing on the arrival of 30 Bolivian squirrel monkeys from France and the birth of more Meerkat 
pups in January 

 Coverage included a New York Times article about The Rise of the Planet of the Apes  
 In February 2012 the Wellington Zoo website received a total of 15,825 visits, an increase of more 

than 50% on the same period in 2011 
 Four members of staff completed media training with Munro Church during February 
 
March 
 The Zoo had more than 30 stories across print, online and broadcast media in March, covering a 

wide variety of content. 
 Media highlights include a feature on the Zoo in the business section of the Dominion Post on the 

24th of March, coverage on the TV3 website of our Trade Me auction to name a Bolivian Squirrel 
Monkey, stories on our work with Little Blue Penguins as part of Sea Week in the Dominion Post 
and the Wellingtonian, a photo feature on Lanky the Pelican in the Dominion Post and coverage on 
the TV3 website and the Dominion Post of patients at The Nest Te Kōhanga including Jessie the 
Chimp, our resident Lemurs and a Giant Petrel all the way from the Chatham Islands.  

 We have continued to develop our relationship with TV3, which has resulted in mention almost 
every Friday in their new online “Animals of the Week” column. 

 Facebook ‘likes’ are now over 10,000, which is an increase of more than 2,000 over the past 
month. This compares to 5500 at the beginning of February, and 1760 in February 2011 

 In March 2012 the Wellington Zoo website received a total of 16,999 visits, an increase of more 
than 35% compared to the same period in 2011.

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6. Valued and motivated staff 
 
 
6.1 Learning and Development  
Management 101 our Leadership Development programme commenced on 8 March 2012. This 
comprehensive programme is being delivered bespoke for the Zoo by NZIM and consists of eight 
modules which cover a range of topics that are key to effective leadership. The programme is 
supported by on the job action learning and also supports one of the key themes from our People and 
Culture Strategy “Strengthening Leadership and Management Capabilities”.  
 

A well received interactive session on Sustainable Population Management and going beyond the Five 
Freedoms to the Five Domains for Animal Welfare was delivered by our Collections Development 
Manager. The session provided an introduction to the Zoo and Aquarium Association’s draft position 
statement on Animal Welfare. This included the Five Domains approach to creating positive animal 
welfare outcomes that go beyond minimising or eliminating negative outcomes. 

 
6.2 Recruitment  
During the last quarter we have filled vacancies in the following roles:

In addition to this we have four new keepers on a fixed term basis to provide cover for staff on annual 
leave, parental leave and leave without pay.

6.3 Culture  

Following on from receiving our JRA Best Workplaces Survey results we have held a series of 
workshops with all staff. This has provided an excellent opportunity for everyone to provide input into 
shaping ideas and planning initiatives that support motivating and valuing our people to create the best 
little zoo culture in the world. We are now working on a range of exciting new projects in this space.  
These projects are; reward and recognition, communication and cooperation and performance and 
feedback. 
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7. Integrated conservation and sustainability  

 GM Visitor Engagement and Learning Manager met with Forest and Bird Places for Penguins 
Co-ordinator to establish a partnership MoU. This will be signed by the CE and GM of Forest 
and Bird at the Zoo in May.  

 We have received a report from the Kea Conservation Trust on the work they have been able 
to complete with the grant from the Zoo Conservation Fellowships.  

 Visitor research is currently underway to give us a baseline understanding of our visitors 
knowledge of the conservation projects we support to assess the level of awareness of our 
conservation work. This research will be replicated during the April School Holidays next year 
to ascertain whether our visitors have become more aware after we have addressed any 
awareness gaps identified from this research..
