1. Purpose of Report

3. Discussion

The 2010 conference is the fourth walking conference and links with the
Government’s targets for sustainable transport.

The theme of the conference is ‘Dollars and Sense of Walking: Creating Liveable
Communities’ and has been designed to provide opportunities to share research,



experiences, successes, challenges, plans and actions, and to meet others
working towards the same goals. Hosted in Wellington, the conference
programme incorporates a visit to the top of the Cable Car and will open with
the Golden Foot Walking Awards.

3.1 Conference Programme

The programme includes a number of workshops, walkshops, plenary sessions
and forums.
