(iii.) Thorndon Quay (between Davis Street and Featherston
Street/the Mulgrave Street intersection - local access
only), from 8.30pm to 10.30pm

(iv.) Featherston Street (between Thorndon Quay and up to
and including the intersection of Stout and Bunny streets),
