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CURRENT AND UPCOMING COUNCIL CONSULTATION ITEMS

Purpose

1.  To provide the Makara/Ohariu Community Board with an update on the current items
Council is seeking public feedback on and to advise the Board on upcoming items for
consultation.

Recommendation
That the Makara/Ohariu Community Board:
1. Receive the information.

Discussion
2.  The Council will be or is currently seeking feedback on the following items:
¢ Hutt Road Cycle Path—submissions close 5 p.m. on 13 April 2016.

e New Johnsonville Library Preliminary Designs—submissions close 5 p.m. on 15
April 2016.

¢ Annual Plan 2016/17—submissions close 5 p.m. on 29 April 2016.
¢ Animal Bylaw and Dog Policy—submissions close 5 p.m. on 22 May 2016.

3.  Wellington City Council is seeking the public’s view on a cycle path on the Hutt Road.
The Council wants to turn the existing shared path on the eastern side of Hutt Road
into a two-way cycle path. There would be a separate pedestrian path beside the cycle
path, with a white line between them.

4.  The Council is seeking the public’'s view on the preliminary designs for the new library
in Johnsonville, which will span two floors. The new library will be three times as large
as the current Johnsonville Library and is intended to attract users throughout the
northern suburbs, with a kindergarten property on-site.

5.  The Council is seeking the public’s view on proposed changes to the 2015-2025 Long-
term Plan and new spending in the 2016/17 Annual Plan. The topics are as follows:

e Urban Development Agency — the establishment of an agency to act as a
catalyst for good-quality development and urban renewal

e Zealandia — changes to the governance of Zealandia to ensure the financial
viability of the sanctuary for generations to come

o Low Carbon Capital Plan — adoption of a plan to reduce emissions in a
constructive and business-friendly way

o Water laterals — the Council assuming responsibility for the maintenance and
renewal of wastewater pipes in the road reserve

¢ Kilbirnie Business Improvement District — a new targeted rate for the Kilbirnie
Business Improvement District

o Fees and charges — changes to our fees in response to the new Food Act

¢ New initiatives — a range of new spending proposals across a variety of Council
activity areas that councillors want your feedback on.
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6.  The Council is seeking the public’s view on a new Animal Bylaw to protect the public
from nuisance; maintain and promote public health and safety; and to enforce the Dog
Policy. The proposed changes to the bylaw include:

Changes to improve clarity, consistency, structure and readability.

All domestic cats will need to be microchipped and registered with a recognised
microchip registry.

The Council’s permission will be needed to keep more than three cats over 6
months of age, with conditions to mitigate public health and nuisance concerns.

The Council’s permission will be needed to keep more than 12 chickens (or
other poultry) in urban areas.

Roosters will be prohibited from urban areas.

Feeding of animals in public places will be prohibited, except in designated
areas, or with the Council’s prior permission.

Changes to seasonal restrictions for dog exercise areas, so they are based on
summer calendar dates rather than daylight saving, and changing the timing to
increase beach access at non-peak times.

The proposed changes to the Dog Policy include:

Updating dog exercise areas, beach exercise areas, and prohibited public
places.

A specific list of the Council's and dog owners’ responsibilities, including that
when in a public place dog owners are required to immediately pick up and
dispose of their dog’s faeces.

Clarifying some of the rules around Responsible Dog Owner status, including
what happens when a Responsible Dog Owner moves house and where
Responsible Dog Owner status is reinstated after being suspended.

Removing the central city area restriction known as the “no stopping” ban and
instead clarifying that dogs are not to be tied up and left unattended in public
places.

Relaxing restrictions on dogs using the side-lines of sports fields when they are
not being used for sporting events (though dogs will not be permitted on
artificial sports surfaces at any time).

Classifying existing seal colony areas as prohibited places all year round to
reduce the potential for conflict between dogs and wildlife, and to protect
wildlife.

Adjusting the timings and dates around daylight saving specific rules.

Clarifying that owners only need to get permission and pay the associated fee
once to keep more than three dogs (in non-rural areas).
