5. Meeting with Maxine Rampton (Makara Playgroup) regarding Old School Building Lease 

expiry with WCC. They have been given extension to remove all items from premises until 

Friday 25th May. Have requested details on what will happen to this building and land from 

Council. (ongoing). 

 
6. Organised Anzac Day service at Makara War Memorial and morning tea at Makara Hall 

following.  Large number attended (over 120), official attendees were Captain Philpott and 

group from HNMZS Waikato, Armed Forces, local police, Rev. Harry from St Matthias 

Church, local speakers included Makara School students reading The Ode and two poems. 

Other attendees were Makara and Karori residents and others from Wellington.  Wreath laid 

on behalf of all Makara residents and other wreaths from private individuals. 
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
