The city is attracting and developing creative talent to enterprises across the city, 
creating jobs through innovation and growth while working towards an 
environmentally sustainable future. 
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b.  Priority Objectives for next three years  
A functioning, resilient and reliable three waters infrastructure - with 
improving harbour and waterway quality and, reducing water usage and waste  
Wellington has is an affordable, resilient and safe housing place to live - 
within an inclusive, accessible, connected, and compact city  
The city’s core transport infrastructure is a safe, resilient, reliable network - 
that supports active and public transport choices, and an efficient, productive and 
environmentally sustainable economy  
The city has resilient and fit-for-purpose community, creative and cultural 
spaces – including libraries, museums, marae and community halls, where 
people connect, develop and express their arts, culture and heritage  
An accelerating zero-carbon and waste-free transition - with communities and 
the city economy adapting to climate change, development of low carbon 
infrastructure and buildings, and increased waste minimisation  
Strong partnerships with mana whenua – upholding Te Tiriti o Waitangi, 
weaving Te Reo and Te Ao Māori into the social, environmental and economic 
development of our city and, restore the city’s connection with Papatūānuku.
