We are reviewing our policies that set the framework for how we manage trading and event 
activities in our public places in Wellington. 

Trading and events can make our city more vibrant, diverse, inviting, and inspiring. Exciting 
and vibrant public spaces can also increase public safety and inclusivity as more pedestrians 
engage and take part in trading and event activities. These activities make valuable 
contributions to local communities, culture, and our economy. 

The Council needs to have rules and guidance to manage trade and event activities in public 
spaces. Sometimes there is competing use of our public places which can increase the risk 
of preventable accidents, obstructions, hazards, or misuse.
