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1. Purpose of Report

After several attacks of vandalism including broken windows a security guard
has been placed on site every evening to protect the property. Police have been
called to the site on two occasions.

The pool life guards have been employed at Thorndon and Khandallah summer
pools during the closure and the teaching staff are working at Keith Spry and
Karori Pools.



Currently the project is running close to schedule and the grand reopening party
will be held on the 14th April.
