3. Background

Appointments to the Tawa Borough Scholarship Trust are necessary because of
the change in membership of the Tawa Community Board due to the recent
election.

This Trust was established after the Tawa Borough Council was dissolved in
1989 and it donated the sum of ten thousand dollars to establish a trust fund for
the purposes of creating an annual award to recognize the outstanding
achievements and service to the community by selected students of Tawa
College. It also marks the amalgamation of Tawa Borough into the Wellington
City Council and the close association between the Council and Tawa College.

The Trustees shall comprise of the Chairperson of the Tawa Community Board

and two additional Trustees appointed by the Community Board who are
residents of the area served by Tawa College.
