INTRODUCTION

The Tawa Community Board is a Community Board under the Local Government Act
and Wellington City Council, with elected members representing the northern
suburbs of Wellington City comprising Tawa, Takapu Valley and Grenada North.

We welcome the opportunity to provide input ideas to help Wellington City Council
shape its forthcoming 2016/17 Annual Plan.

We do not wish to make an oral submission and discuss our ideas with Councillors
at a proposed panel hearing?

Tawa Background:

Tawa residents exhibit a strong sense of community, shown by the many community
based organisations and recreation activities. This strong sense of community and
neighbourhood engagement is also shown through Tawa having the No. 1 ranking
spot in NZ for community membership of the neighbourly.co.nz community
engagement web site.

Over time Tawa has seen the development of big-box retail developments to the
north and south of Tawa with corresponding benign neglect of the Tawa Town
Centre. As a consequence the Tawa Town Centre has suffered with its ability to
compete for attention of the discretionary $ spend of residents to achieve their
purchases given the wider one-stop opportunities elsewhere.

The current WCC Long Term Plan contains some funding to redevelop the Town
Centre, which we see as the first step in a longer-term strategy to redevelop and
revitalise the Centre to become the focus for local residents. This will then in turn
halt the current downward trends; make the Centre more attractive and viable for
prospective retailers and a village centre for Tawa suburb that local residents are
proud.

The Medium Density Housing Plan for Tawa indicated that Tawa is an area of
Wellington forecast to have a growing population base and needs facilities to be kept
up-to-date to attract and support that population growth.

particular the Tawa Community Board requests that
the following playgrounds be upgraded during 2016-
17.

Coronation Park. A moderate upgrade and
repositioning of the limited play equipment on site.

One play item impinges on the area licensed to the
Community Garden. All items may be better in a
more compact zone nearer to each other and to the
Garden.

Coronation Park is the only fully fenced reserve in
Tawa. This and its location near children’s facilities
(Guide hall, kindergarten and local primary school)
mark it out as having special character.

Play equipment upgrade should be suitable
particularly for preschoolers and young primary age,
whose caregivers can take part in garden activities
while they play in a safe environment. More
extensive equipment would impinge on the other Park
users (Scouts / Guides) and is not necessary.

Brasenose Park. This quiet and peaceful location at
the beginning of the Redwood Bush walking track
already has a small playground and some seating but
would benefit from a picnic table to allow day walkers
to stop off and picnic as part of their outdoor
recreation experience.
