you don't have a car-full for the tip, there is not much option]

e aresident was dissatisfied with response to request for fixing unsightly / unsafe public
areas, following this through
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have had queries from residents regarding green waste bins and expressing support
for bins that are more than just food waste
| also attended the West Glenside / Stebbings Valley community group meeting.

o However, I'd go further and say I think we need to facilitate a public meeting
soon, that brings together information on ALL the surrounding developments
for our area i.e. Kenepuru residential & retirement home, Porirua adventure
park, West Glenside / Stebbings Valley. And possibly even Transmission
Gully. All these current / future developments impact Tawa and all members
of the public would have an interest in these.

Liz Langham:

I have recently been focused on networking with different groups who have an
interest in what could broadly be termed 'food security' (ensuring that households are
able to access and utilise healthy and sufficient food). This was prompted by contact
from Sallie Culvert from Wesley Community Action in regards to the Titahi Bay Fruit
and Vege Co-op expanding in Tawa and requesting that | coordinate a meeting of
potential volunteers to step this up into a distribution center. Looking at the bigger
picture around this, | met with Robyn Parkinson and Jill Day to map out the
organisations who may already be working in this space or potentially keen to be
involved, as well as to discuss the possibility of using the Linden Social Centre for this
purpose. This has led to meetings with:
- Rebecca Morahan from WellFed
- David Bradley from the Fruit and Vege Co-op
- Lee-Ann Newton regarding the possibility of something similar to the
Re:Makery in the Hutt Valley (anyone interested is welcome to come on a tour
of their facilities, please let me know)
- Jess and Nathan Bezzant from the Tawa Salvation Army who run the main
foodbank in Tawa
- Members of the Tawa Anglican Church who report that they no longer provide
Ezee Meals as this service had been largely replaced by similar products now
available in supermarkets.

There are many potential working partnerships among this group, and also with KCA
and | will continue to progress this in partnership with others who have indicated
interest. Steph Knight has suggested working with the umbrella term of 'FoodEase'
which would be able to encompass multiple goals of making food accessible, easy to
prepare and also easing the burden for those who struggle to provide the basics for
themselves and their family at times. It is notable that transporting donated goods is
an issue for a number of residents who live quite some distance away from the Main
Road foodbank and that more trained volunteers would be appreciated by the
Salvation Army to increase the amount that could be given away.
