3. This report to Kawai Whakatipu | Grants Subcommittee makes recommendations for
allocation of the Arts and Culture Fund for applications in the first funding round of
2022/23 which closed on 20 July 2022.

Takenga mai | Background

4.  Council is in the process of realigning grant criteria in accordance with Aho Tini priority
areas to encourage applications to consider these priority areas. As the Aho Tini
strategy moves into its first full year (from July 2022), this realignment is also intended
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to ensure greater comparison of like with like, to identify gaps and encourage diversity.
Step one has been the realignment of the multi-year funding programme, which
provides three-year funding to 20 organisations totalling $1,814,794.

Eligible organisations for this multi-year funding are:

those that have a demonstrable level of maturity,

have a sustained track record artistically and financially,

a visible and engaged audience and/or community base,

considered sustainable in the long term,

operating at scale and need certainty of funding for more than one year,
must deliver to all four of the Aho Tini priority areas.

A list can be accessed here current-contracts.pdf (wellington.govt.nz). This funding is
increased annually with an inflationary increase.

In addition to multi-year funding, Council funds short-term projects through the Arts and
Culture Fund. This fund is open to any Wellington-based arts and culture project that
benefit the people of Wellington and can demonstrate alignment to particular priorities
within the Aho Tini strategy. This is the first (of three) funding rounds for the 2022/23
financial year.

The fund comprises in total, for the year:

o $248,383 as a general Arts and Culture fund;

e An additional $200,000 through the Council’s Long-term Plan (LTP) to support
independent artists and groups who meet the criteria for this category (see
criteria attachment);

e An additional $100,000 can be allocated to professional performing arts
practitioners to top up any high-quality professional productions that have a
confirmed performance outcome in Wellington City. We will be reviewing how the
professional performing arts (PPA) top up fund operates in relation to the other
two as part of the Aho Tini alignment work for the next funding round.

For this particular round we have limited the available funds to $50,000 for the general
Arts and Culture Fund, $33,000 for Independent Artists and groups and $30,000 for
Professional Performing Arts, providing total available funding of up to $113,000 in this
funding round. This is so that there will be more funds to distribute in the next two
rounds as we transition and refine this process further to better align with Aho Tini.

Significantly fewer applications (20) were received in this round compared to the same
funding round in 2021/22. Six of the applications qualified as independent. Five also
qualified as professional performing arts practitioners. The predominant genre was
music which accounted for seven of the applications. The remaining applications were
evenly spread across the other genres: theatre, dance, visual arts, community and
multi-disciplinary arts.

These 20 applications requested a total of $144,260. Officers recommend the Grants
Subcommittee provides a total of $106,059. This comprises $52,397 from the general
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Arts and Culture Fund, $20,762 from the Professional Performing Arts (PPA) (Table 1)
and $32,900 from the Independent Artists allocation. (Table 2)

13. To be eligible for funding, applicants had to have projects that delivered to at least one
of the Aho Tini criteria. In this funding round nine of the applications aligned strongly to
the Aho Tangata strand of Aho Tini (increasing the diversity of our communities and
encouraging access, inclusiveness and participation in arts and culture.) Eight of the
applications aligned strongly to the Aho Mahi strand (supporting career pathways for
artists).

14. In this round only one application closely aligned with the Aho Hononga priority area
(ability to demonstrate partnerships with mana whenua or Maori), this is an area where
Officers will encourage more applicants in future funding rounds.

3. This report makes recommendations for allocation of the Natural Environment Fund for
applications in 2022/23 which closed on 27 July 2022.

Takenga mai | Background

4.  Grants and funding are included in the Annual Plan to provide an appropriate
mechanism for the Council to respond to community groups and organisations that are
undertaking projects that:

» meet a need identified by the community
» align with the Council’s strategic goals and community outcomes

* rely to some extent on participation and engagement by community
organisations.

5.  Organisations and projects are funded through both multi-year contracts and
contestable grants pools. The contestable pools provide grants that are discretionary,
short-term and generally project-based in nature.

6. The assessment process may include consultation with the applicant, or persons or
organisations referred to in the application and Council officers from a range of activity
areas within Parks, Sport and Recreation, including the Biodiversity and Environmental
Partnerships teams. Applications were also discussed with Council Park Rangers
relating to site access, use of herbicides and health and safety.
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7. In assessing applications, Officers look at alignment with the Council’s policies and

priority areas for this fund, their; organisational capacity, ability to deliver the project
and financial position. Officers also consider what other funding is available for these
projects including from Trusts, Foundations and via Government grants.

8. To ensure funds are used appropriately, conditions for release of funds may be
suggested, should funding be approved.

9.  This fund supports projects and activities that align with objectives in Our Natural
Capital Biodiversity Strategy and Action Plan.

12. Atotal budget of $82,280 in 2022/23 is allocated through the Natural Environment
Fund. This is made up of:

a) Multi-year funding which partially supports the Enviroschools programme
(Toimata Foundation) in Wellington, totalling $31,500. A list can be accessed
here.

b) $50,716 for the 2022/23 financial year is the balance that will be allocated
through the Natural Environment Fund.

13. For this first funding round of the 2021/22 financial year, nine applications were
received from 8 individual organisations asking for $120,358

14. Officers are recommending the Grants Subcommittee support eight projects with grants
totalling $50,716 through the Natural Environment Fund 2022/23 (see Table 1).
